· Approval of Minutes: 
· Phil Langlais presented to the Steering Committee the Minutes of the December 16, 2009 meeting for approval, whereupon motion duly made, seconded, and unanimously adopted. The Minutes were approved as presented. 
· Current State and Future Direction of M&S Research:
· Mohammad Karim (VP of Research) presented a description of current state and future directions of M&S research.  The committee members engaged in a series of questions and discussions with him on specific details of his presentation.  
· Phil Langlais asked the committee to produce a set of recommendations for the future of university wide, interdisciplinary M&S activities.  He asked that the recommendations focus on three areas:  1- academic programs; 2- management and administration; and, 3- the resources needed to achieve 1 and 2.  The committee agreed to work on the recommendation in the next two months and present them to the provost.  It was emphasized that the multi-disciplinary approach of M&S needs to be maintained after the reorganization of graduate programs. 
· A&L Proposal for Game Theory course:
