Certification of Faculty for Graduate Instruction

College of Health Sciences
Policy:
Full time and part time faculty who teach graduate level courses, supervise graduate student research, or serve on graduate student thesis and/or dissertation committees, shall be certified for graduate instruction.

Procedures:


A)
Prior to assigning faculty to teach graduate level courses, or supervise graduate student research, or to serve on thesis/dissertation committees, the chairperson or PhD program director will ensure that the faculty member is certified or eligible to be certified for graduate instruction for the period of time needed to complete the course or supervision. Faculty may be certified for graduate instruction at one of four levels and for up to five years.  The criteria for selection of faculty eligible to be certified for teaching at the graduate level is based upon academic and experiential credentials. All certified  faculty will:

!   
Hold an earned terminal degree in the discipline or related field for certification levels 1, 2 & 3.  (See Appendix A for listing of terminal degrees for faculty teaching graduate programs in the college.)

!
Have teaching or professional experience in the area to be taught

· Hold an appropriate certification/licensure if teaching or supervising students in a clinical setting

· Show evidence of recent scholarly activity appropriate for the level of certification.

B) As courses are scheduled for the subsequent semester, chairpersons and program directors will review the faculty who are being assigned to teach courses and recommend faculty for appointment or reappointment as graduate faculty as appropriate. Likewise, graduate program directors will review faculty supervising graduate student research and/or serving on thesis/dissertation committees each semester.

· The chairperson or PhD program director will recommend faculty deemed qualified to teach at the graduate  level for designation as graduate faculty by:

· Completing the faculty certified for graduate instruction form

· Attaching a current faculty CV

· Submitting the form and CV(s) to the Dean=s Office

· Include the level of approval certification on the graduate instruction form

C) The materials submitted on the faculty recommend for certification as graduate instructors will be reviewed and recommended by the College of Health Sciences Graduate Committee (composed of graduate program directors).

D) The Dean will receive the recommendation of the chairperson or program director via the Graduate Committee and will review the recommendations and approve (or disapprove) the certification, forwarding only those faculty recommended for certification to the Provost.
