· Approval of Minutes: Phil Langlais presented to the Steering Committee the Minutes of the March 26, 2008 meeting for approval, whereupon motion duly made, seconded, and unanimously adopted, the minutes were approved as presented.

· Update on the 2008/2009 M&S Stipend:

· Course and Certificate Proposals: 

· The committee discussed and made following recommendations: 
· 3 Engineering Certificate Programs were unanimously approved: 
· Large Scale Computational Mechanics Certificate
· Engineering management Support Certificate*

· Systems based M&S Certificate*
*:committee approved substitution of MSISM 611/612 for MSIM 601-602.

· New emphasis proposal in the College of Engineering was also unanimously approved.
· The committee supported the certificate and course proposals presented by the College of Business, and recommended that the proposals complete the internal college approval process and then be brought back for final approval by the steering committee.

· The committee had a considerable discussion on the Certificate in Micro and Macro Medical Images for Medical and Health Professions presented by the College of Health Sciences. The committee made following recommendations:
· MSIM 611/612 to be listed as prerequisites

· There should be more emphasis on the application of Modeling and Simulation to the techniques presented. Specifically, Course Objectives 16 and 17 in the syllabus should be expanded.

· Gianluca De Leo will take these recommendations to the College of Health Sciences.

· Enrollment for MSIM 611: Roland Mielke reported that there are only 3 students enrolled for MSIM 611 for Fall 2008. Gianluca De Leo indicated that there are students who wish to enroll in the course, but there is a time conflict with the required course within the college. Other members indicated that they would look into increasing the enrollment of this course.
