BOARD SELECTS JOHN R.
BRODERICK AS OLD DOMINION
UNIVERSITY'S 8TH PRESIDENT

The Board of Visitors, in a unanimous

decision, appointed John R. Broderick as the

eighth president of Old Dominion

University. Broderick, who has served as
acting president since June 2008, was given
a two-year contract effective May 18.

"Over the past year, John Broderick has
deftly navigated Old Dominion University
through a myriad of challenges and
opportunities,” said Board of Visitors Rector
Ross Mugler. "His leadership through
significant state budget reductions
positioned the university in a more stable
fiscal situation, and his implementation of a

comprehensive enrollment management plan

brought about a more strategic approach for
ODU to increase the quality and rigor of its
academics in the coming years."

Mugler added, "John impressed the board
with his knowledge and experience leading
ODU, his positive relationships with
legislators, community leaders, faculty,
students, alumni and donors, and his
dedication and commitment to this
university."

"I am honored that the Board of Visitors
would place their confidence in me at this
challenging, but exciting time in Old

Dominion University's history," noted
Broderick. "I pledge to continue to work
hard, be creative, invite collaboration, and
manage the intricate details to keep this
university moving forward. | am excited to
lead Old Dominion University into the
future." (Read Broderick's futemarksto

the Board.)

Broderick will receive $312,000 annually, a
$30,000 increase from his salary as acting
president. His contract will run through June
2011.

As acting president, Broderick has
successfully guided the university's six
colleges, more than 10 economic
development and research centers, and
numerous partnerships with government and
business organizations and agencies. He
oversees an operating budget of $411.6
million and more than 2,500 faculty and

staff members.

"John has been a very effective voice for
Old Dominion in government relations and
his service as acting president has brought
continued success to the university," said
Gov. Timothy Kaine. "I know that ODU is
in good hands and congratulate him on his
most recent appointment.”

Shortly after assuming the role of acting
president, Broderick commissioned a
university-wide enrollment management
study that will result in the integration of all
of Old Dominion's programs, practices,
policies and planning to achieve optimal
future enrollment and growth. The plan
establishes institutional priorities and
provides the basis on which to make
decisions for the future of the university.

"This is a very good move by the Board of
Visitors," said Paul Champagne, chair of
ODU's Faculty Senate. "John Broderick has



tremendous support across the campus. I'm
looking forward to working with him, as are
the Faculty Senate and the entire faculty.”

"l am ecstatic that acting President
Broderick will now be President Broderick,"
said Michelle R. Davis, ODU's 2008-09
student body president. "A particular quote
by Donald McGannon comes to mind:
'‘Leadership is action, not position.' President
Broderick is the epitome of action. He has
proven that he will do all he can to ensure a
bright future and excellent educational
experience for the ODU student body."

During his tenure as acting president, Old
Dominion drafted its 2009-2014 Strategic
Plan, which will position the university to
further develop its growing research
reputation, enhance its residential campus,
and strengthen its partnerships and
contributions to the region.

Norfolk Mayor Paul Fraim said ODU's
Board of Visitors made a clear and
compelling commitment to the university's
continuing role as a leader in the areas of
economic development, research and
education when it elected Broderick as the
institution's new president.

"During his tenure as acting president, John
clearly demonstrated that he has the skills,
knowledge and ability to help the university
meet the challenges of the future," Fraim
said. "John's relationships with federal, state
and local political, business and community
leaders will be a major asset in the orderly
growth of the university."

Tidewater Community College President
Deborah DiCroce noted, "I am delighted
with the appointment. Mr. Broderick is the
right leader for the right time at Old
Dominion University. | look forward to

working with John on issues of mutual
interest.”

Prior to becoming acting president,
Broderick served 12 years as vice president
for institutional advancement and
admissions, taking on the additional role of
chief of staff to the president in 2003. His
areas of responsibility included admissions,
athletics, community relations,
governmental relations, licensing,
marketing, media relations, military affairs,
photography, publications, student financial
aid and university events.

In addition to his administrative duties,
Broderick annually teaches graduate courses
in the Darden College of Education.

He has been recognized for his contributions
to higher education and the Hampton Roads
community with the Virginia Center for
Inclusive Communities' Humanitarian
Award, the Urban League of Hampton
Roads' Marian Palmer Capps Award and the
College Communicators Association
Distinguished Service Award. He was a
finalist for the national PR News'
Professional of the Year Award.

Throughout his career, Broderick has been
actively engaged in numerous community
and professional organizations. He currently
is a board member of the Hampton Roads
Partnership, Urban League and Virginia
Beach Vision, and has served for many
years as a youth soccer league coach in
Chesapeake.

Prior to joining Old Dominion University in
1993, Broderick was a faculty member at the
University of Pittsburgh and an

administrator at St. Bonaventure University.

He received a bachelor's degree from
Northeastern University and a graduate
degree from St. Bonaventure.



Broderick succeeds Roseann Runte, who
stepped down last year to accept the position
of president at Carleton University in

Ottawa, Canada.

ATHLETIC DIRECTOR JAMES
JARRETT TO RETIRE IN 2010

Old Dominion University athletic director
James Jarrett announced today that he will
retire in June 2010. Jarrett has been the
athletic director at Old Dominion for the
past 40 years.

Jarrett came to ODU in 1967 as an associate
professor of health and physical education
and was named athletic director in the spring
of 1970, replacing Bud Metheny. Under his
leadership, Old Dominion teams have won
28 championships, and maintained a 91
percent exhausted graduation rate.

"There have been many successes for our
program over my 40 years, but significant
ones for me personally include the
graduation rate of our student-athletes,
national championships, our overall
Division | success and leadership role in
women's athletics, the development of our
athletic venues and the ODU Sports Hall of
Fame, our longstanding rivalry in women's
basketball with Pat Summitt and the
Tennessee Lady Vols, and the

accomplishments of Beth Anders and our
field hockey program,” said Jarrett.

Old Dominion was competing on the NCAA
Division Il level when Jarrett took the reigns
in 1970, winning the school's first national
crown in 1975 when the men's basketball
team defeated New Orleans for the title. The
following year the Monarch athletic

program made the leap to NCAA Division |
status and quickly made a name for itself as
a member of the ECAC South Conference.
Jarrett's "selective excellence" philosophy of
fielding teams in sports where ODU could
be nationally competitive played a huge role
in the program's success. The Monarchs
athletic program has won the Virginia Sports
Information Directors Cup a record 12 times
for posting the highest, collective team
winning percentage among all of the state's
NCAA Division | universities.

"I will have more to say later about the
contributions of specific athletic staff and
university and community leaders to
Monarch athletic success, but it is important
to note that many, many people have played
a significant role in our success during my
tenure," said Jarrett.

Jarrett was a pioneer in intercollegiate
women's athletics, becoming one of the first
athletic directors in the nation to provide
scholarships to female student-athletes in
1974. Of the 28 national team titles ODU

has won during his tenure, 18 of those have
been achieved by women's teams, with three
in women's basketball, nine in field hockey
and six in women's sailing.

ODU hosted the first NCAA women's
basketball Final Four in 1982 and repeated
in 1983, in addition to hosting three NCAA
field hockey national tournaments and two
national sailing championships. The Lady
Monarchs led the nation in women's



basketball attendance from 1978-1983, and
set an NCAA-record 17 straight conference
championships streak from 1992-2008. The
field hockey program boasted a record six
Honda Award winners (national player of
the year) during Jarrett's tenure.

ODU's athletic facilities have come a long
way from the time when all of the school's
sports programs were located in the field
house, which opened in Jarrett's first year as
athletic director.

Today, the university boasts one of the most
comprehensive and impressive athletic
physical plants in the nation. Under Jarrett's
leadership, the Bud Metheny Baseball
Complex, sailing center and dock, Folkes-
Stevens Indoor Tennis Center, soccer
stadium and office complex, Athletic
Administration Building and wrestling
addition, Powhatan Sports Complex and
Lambert's Point Golf Course (home to ODU
men's and women's golf) were all added as
athletic venues.

In addition, two major refurbishments of
Foreman Field have been undertaken during
Jarrett's tenure, and a new boathouse, home
to the women's rowing team, will open in
2010.

Jarrett played a key role in the growth of the
Big Blue Club, the fundraising arm of
athletics. When he became AD in 1970, the
program was raising $5,000 a year and had
fewer than 50 members. The Big Blue Club
has since grown to more than 1,700
members, contributing more than $4 million
annually to athletic scholarships and an
additional $22 million toward endowments.

He was a charter member of the NCAA
Women's Basketball Committee, serving
from 1981-89. He also served as president of
the CAA, the Sun Belt Conference and

Virginia Sports Hall of Fame, and was
instrumental in the creation of the ODU
Sports Hall of Fame in 1980.

Jarrett has been honored many times
throughout the years for his leadership,
including being named the NACDA
Southeast Regional Athletic Director of the
Year, the Man of the Year by the Norfolk
Sports Club and the Collegiate Director of
the Year by the Women's Basketball
Coaches Association. He was recognized in
2007 with a Lifetime Achievement award by
NACDA. In 2005, Jarrett received the
Distinguished Service Award from VaSID,
the Virginia Sports Information Directors’
Association. He will be inducted into the
Hampton Roads Sports Hall of Fame in
October.

"During my 40 years as director of athletics
at Old Dominion University, the Board of
Visitors and university administrative
leaders have provided the support and
financial resources needed for us to
successfully compete in Division | of the
NCAA," Jarrett remarked.

"A quality program requires outstanding
facilities, fully funded scholarships and
guality, experienced coaches. The selective
excellence approach at Old Dominion
provided eight sports for men and eight
sports for women with fully funded
scholarships, quality coaches and
tremendous facilities that continue to get
better in order to keep up with the
competition and changing facility needs," he
said.

"The addition of football and crew, and soon
to be added softball and volleyball, has and
will stretch the selective excellence concept.
I challenge our future leaders to meet these
needs without reducing current program
funding,” added Jarrett. "l take great pride in



the Monarchs' success and appreciate the
contributions that our many alumni and fans,
the student body and our Big Blue Club
have provided toward winning, graduation
and championships.”

Jarrett, a native of Decatur, lll., earned his
undergraduate and master's degrees in
physical education from Southern lllinois
(Carbondale), and a doctorate in higher
education from Florida State University. An
avid tennis player for many years, he and his
wife, Sugie, remain active in the Hampton
Roads tennis scene.

"Jim Jarrett is highly respected by Old
Dominion University fans and the collegiate
athletic community as a whole,” ODU
President John R. Broderick noted. "His
creation and leadership of a well-regarded
and successful Division | athletic program at
Old Dominion stands as a model for
programs across the country.

"His commitment to excellence created
nationally competitive teams, provided
exciting and fun athletic events for fans, and
led to the recruitment of student-athletes
who excelled in both the athletic arena and
the classroom. Old Dominion boasts a first-
class athletic program thanks, in large part,
to the tireless efforts of Jim Jarrett."

NSU Holds Groundbreaking Ceremony
for New Library

NSU President Carolyn W. Meyers, Provost
Y.T. Shah, University Archivist Tommy L.
Bogger and other university officials will
participate in a groundbreaking ceremony
for NSU’s new library at 2 p.m. Monday,
June 8 at the campus greens, which is
adjacent to the present library. Expected
guests also include NSU Rector Bobby N.
Vassar and representatives from the
companies who designed and will construct
the new facility.

Designed to be a distinctive signature
building for NSU, the new library will be

the information and academic hub of the
campus. It will also be highly visible from
Interstate-264. The new building will be
located at the geographic center of the
campus and will create a new wastdemic
guadrangle and a new eastdent life
guadrangle. Inside the structure, reading and
study space will have ample views of the
surrounding campus and will include a
robust technology infrastructure for 24-hour,
seven-day a week access to digital
collections and worldwide information. The



new library’s technology will also
incorporate collaborative software for group
study, group access technology and virtual
conferencing; provide a wide range of local
and remote online services and link the
campus with cooperative information
networks.

Additional program areas include integral
spaces for the Marshall Collection and the
University Archives to allow for the
continued preservation of a historic black
college history and artifacts; and a
gallery/museum that will showcase the
university’s collection of African and
African American art and artifacts.
