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IMPORTANT NEWS AND POLICY CHANGES

CHANGES TO UNDERGRADUATE CONTINUANCE: ACADEMIC WARNING/SUSPENSION POLICY
Effective with the Fall 2006 semester, undergraduate students who initially fall below a 2.0 cumulative grade point average (GPA) will be
placed on ACADEMIC WARNING. Based on term and cumulative grade point averages, one of the following conditions will occur at the
end of the next enrolled semester.

. Academic Warning (2™ and subsequent occurrences) eligible to register for courses. 1.99 or less cumulative GPA AND 2.0 or
above term GPA.

. First Suspension (see ACADEMIC SUSPENSION below) unable to register for courses. 1.99 or less cumulative GPA AND 1.99
or less term GPA.

. Good Standing. Cumulative GPA 2.0 or above.

ACADEMIC SUSPENSION

The suspension policy will be applied in all terms (fall, spring, and summer). Students who fall into the suspension zone at the end of the
spring term are required to separate from the institution for the summer and fall terms. Students who have served a first suspension and
are suspended a second time must separate for a full calendar year (three consecutive terms).

CHANGE TO SYSTEM OF GRADING (INCOMPLETES)

Effective with the Fall 2006 semester, the “I” (incomplete) grade may be awarded only in exceptional circumstances beyond the student’s
control, such as iliness, and only after 80% of the time allocated for the course has elapsed and substantial progress has been made toward
completion of course requirements, with the exception of courses that do not fit within the traditional semester calendar.

CHANGES TO VIRGINIA TIDEWATER CONSORTIUM EXCHANGE PROGRAM
Effective with the Fall 2006 semester:

. Cross registration is now available to degree-seeking students, not just declared majors.

. Removal of the restriction that cross-registration courses may be used only as electives in the degree program. General education
courses and major courses may be taken through the Consortium.

. Removal of the restriction that cross registration is limited to courses not available at the home institution during the subsequent
semester.

Please refer to page 18
and contact the Office of Admissions at (757) 683-3685 or come to 108 Rollins Hall if any of the following apply to
you:

*  You are not admitted to the University.

*  You have an Admission Application Pending hold on your account.

*  You are not currently enrolled and have not attended classes at the University in the last 12 months, and/or
*  You have been enrolled at another institution since your last enrollment (on-campus students).

If you are admitted to a degree program or are taking engineering, health science, or graduate business courses you
must be advised. (Engineering, health science, and graduate business courses require departmental permission to
register. Refer to the Special Requirements section below.) Your advisor (or the site director for distance Q

learning students) must remove the advising block from your account before you attempt to register. See pages

22-23 for the on-campus academic advisors for each University major and college. A list of distance learning
sites and site directors is provided on pages 28-29. If you are not in any advising category (except non-degree), it is still recommended that you be
advised.

All degree-seeking undergraduate and graduate students must have their advisor block removed prior to registration!

SPECIAL REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS
COLLEGE OF BUSINESS & PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

Students are not allowed to enroll in a graduate course in the College of Business and Public Administration until they have satisfied the admission
index or received permission from the Graduate Program Director.

All business intended students who were admitted to Old Dominion University as freshmen, or who took their first college course in Fall 2002 or later,
must have been admitted to the Bachelor of Science in Business Administration program or must apply for admission to the program, before registering
for 300- or 400-level business administration courses.

COLLEGE OF HEALTH SCIENCES
Courses with the prefixes CYTO, DNTH, ENVH, HLSC, MEDT, NMED, NURA, NURS, OPHS and PT are restricted to students who have applied
to and been accepted into those disciplines unless special permission is granted by the department chair or program director.

DARDEN COLLEGE OF EDUCATION
Non-degree students intending to enter a graduate program in the Darden College of Education must meet with the appropriate Graduate Program
Director before completion of six graduate credits.

9,2007. There are no exceptions to these eligibility windows. You cannot register earlier than your scheduled time. On-campus students can also
register in person (in accordance with your time ticket) at the Office of the University Registrar, Monday—Friday, 8am—5pm.

OPEN REGISTRATION begins Saturday, April 14, and all admitted students may register at that time. (See the calendar on page 4 for DROP
and ADD DEADLINES.)

REGISTRATION HOLDS (use “View Holds” in LEO Online to see any holds preventing registration):

*  Advising Block: Placed on the record of all degree-seeking students. Degree-seeking students must meet with your advisor prior to
registration. Your advisor will remove the advising block after you have been advised. Distance learning students must meet with the site
director to have the advising block removed. For a list of advisors see pages 22-23. For a list of site directors see pages 28-29.

*  Pending Graduation: Students who are graduating at the end of the current term (or who have already graduated) will have a hold that prevents
further registration. If you still need to take courses to complete program requirements, e-mail graduate@odu.edu to notify the University
Registrar of your new graduation term and to request that the hold be lifted. After you graduate, the hold is ONLY removed if you have been
admitted to a new degree program, or have been admitted to take courses as a non-degree student following graduation. This hold does not prevent
you from viewing your unofficial transcript or requesting an enrollment verification.

*  Admission Application Pending: Must be removed by the Admissions Office before you can register.

*  Financial Aid, Accounts Receivable, Parking and Library Fines, Health Services, and International Student Services holds will prevent
registration and must be cleared before you can register. Contact the office that placed the hold to have it removed.

*  NoRegistration Time Ticket. Time tickets are assigned for degree-seeking students who are currently registered for classes, and will be updated
April 1 to pick up late posted transfer credits. Non-degree students are not assigned time tickets and may register during the open registration
period (begins April 14). Students who are not registered in the current term will not be assigned a time ticket and may be eligible to register
during the open registration period (students who have not attended classes in the last 12 months should contact the Office of Admissions to
reactivate your account before you can register for classes). Newly admitted students are not assigned time tickets. Newly admitted on-campus
students must attend PREVIEW for advising, etc., prior to enrolling.

*  Non-degree Graduate Students 12-Hour Hold. Students with questions about this hold should contact the Office of Graduate Studies at 757-
683-6406 or e-mail graduatenondegree@odu.edu. Students can check their non-degree status in LEO Online (Student Records—>View General
Student Information). Non-degree graduate students with 6—11.99 hours completed will have an informational hold that does not prevent
registration.

Students can withdraw from classes until (session) mid-term without the instructor’s signature, with a grade of “W” assigned. However, you should
consult your financial aid counselor and your academic advisor (or site director) before withdrawing from a class. With this policy, students can
withdraw from classes until the withdraw deadline by using LEO Online or by submitting a Registration Drop/Add/Withdraw Form to the
Registrar’s Office (or the site office). Check the calendar on page 4 for the last day to withdraw from a class, as session deadlines vary.

Course withdrawals after the withdraw deadline are an exception to published policy and are granted only for extenuating circumstances. In this
case, the Request for Exception—Permission to Withdraw After Midterm Form, available from the Office of the University Registrar or the
Registrar’s web site at www.odu.edu/registrar (or from the site office), must be returned with all required signatures, for each class from which you
are withdrawing, prior to the last day of the semester.
