CONTINUOUS REGISTRATION REQUIREMENT
Master’s, Education Specialist, and Pre-candidacy Doctoral Students. Students who have completed all course work but are working during a
given semester to complete other outstanding degree requirements (e.g., comprehensive examination, thesis, removal of an | or Il grade) or wish to
usethe University facilitiesand/or consult with faculty must beregistered for at least one credit during that semester. Graduate students must beregis-
tered for at least one credit hour in the semester in which they graduate. GRAD 999 or the program equivalent may be used to fulfill thisrequirement.

Registration for GRAD 999 or the required program equivalent is subject to the normal fees and regulations of the University.

Doctoral Students After Passing Candidacy Examination. Effective with the 20022004 University Catalog, after successfully passing the
candidacy examination all doctoral students are required to be registered for at least one graduate credit hour each term (Fall, Spring, and Summer),
including the semester in which they graduate, until the degree is completed. Failure to comply with this requirement will result in charges to the
student’ s account for one graduate credit hour plus required feesfor each semester after passing the candidacy examination. Studentsare not eligible
for graduation until all charges are paid. See the Graduate University Catalog for complete information.
