The IIWE (The International Institute of Women in Engineering), an EPF Ecole d’Ingénieurs summer program, is a forum promoting women in engineering worldwide. 

The IIWE summer session, a non-technical course for all engineering fields, is open to both women and men.  All sessions take place in English. Through participation, you will create your own lifelong international engineering network: very useful professional and personal contacts for the future! 
Although EPF Ecole d’Ingénieurs receives some outside funding for this program, the IIWE is essentially run as a public service.

Women Engineers: Pushing for Sustainability

The IIWE seminar's goal is to present the challenges women face as international engineers and prepare them for the future.  This year the IIWE puts even more emphasis on the woman engineer’s role in sustainable development. The IIWE program includes examples of the engineering done in a variety of countries and geographic areas. Students actively participate in these presentations. IIWE 2006 also focuses on helping participants to discover their real values, and shows aspiring engineers how to balance their professional and family lives. 

The three week seminar includes sessions on:

· The History of Engineering

· Engineering Education Worldwide

· Women in Management

· Managing Women Engineers

· Ethics/Project Management/Standards

· The important skill of networking

The seminar is enhanced with industrial visits and round table sessions on family and career. Discussions center on women and leadership in a global workplace and the challenges and rewards of being a woman in engineering. The pre- and post-session periods, which round out the 3 week seminar into a one month program, provide ample opportunities for networking and tourism.
