Housing can only be arranged on a flat rate for the entire IIWE 2006 (June 30th – July 20th).  While you might not be staying at the IIWE for the complete session, you might find that paying the flat rate will compare favourably to Parisian hotel prices for short stays.

PART V :  OTHER FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

Reminder: EPF runs the IIWE as a public service … which concretely means that the school loses a lot of money on the program and consequently has a very small staff. As EPF is already doing the maximum to promote this program, we ask you to turn towards your own institutions to help with your funding. Thank you for your understanding on this point.

If you are formally accepted, there is no charge for faculty participation in the program and of course you will be receiving the announced 100 € honorarium.  However, all faculty/support staff will be financially responsible for:
· meals (other than the lunches announced on the schedule)

· lodging

· local transportation pass (unless we can later get funding to cover this)

· transportation to and from France, 

· transportation between train stations/airports and the dormitory,

· insurance (particularly with a “repatriation” clause) 

· personal expenses.

2) How to obtain a visa:

The IIWE will supply you with an official “Letter of Invitation” to accompany your visa application that based on the passport information we are asking you to submit below. The Letter of Invitation’s purpose is to show French visa officials that your request to enter France is legitimate.  This letter can be issued only by EPF Ecole d’Ingénieurs, IIWE’s parent body, and will be recognized by the consulates as valid only if it carries the EPF official letterhead, stamp and signature.  

You must apply for a visa yourself at your local French embassy or consulate, the IIWE can not do it for you.  BEFORE going, contact them to find out the exact documents necessary, procedures you must respect, and the total time required to obtain the visa.  Be advised that many consulates want proof that you will be able to support yourself during your stay in France, so bank statements or letters of guarantee might be required.  

DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE LAST MINUTE to begin this procedure. IIWE candidates are now required to submit both their application form and visa template at the same time in order to assure that they will have enough time to apply for and receive their visas.
3) Letter of invitation procedure:

To request your letter of invitation, please fill out the template below, adding any other information that might be helpful for obtaining a visa from your country.  In order to fill out the template, you will need to have a valid passport and also your travel dates.  

Please note: we are unable to begin the IIWE 2006 before June 30th and cheap “out of season” airfare is usually available only until June 30th. If you are interested in saving some money on airfare (as well as in touring Paris), we strongly urge you to consider arriving in Paris before the June 30th deadline and arranging for your own lodging in any of the popular Parisian youth hostels (see information on the web).

Receiving your letter of invitation: The IIWE will return the letter of invitation to you by regular airmail post (not by rapid private delivery, example: FedEx or DHL).  Depending on the country concerned, regular post can take several weeks, so we will scan the letter and send by e-mail so that you can begin proceedings at your consulate while waiting for the original to arrive.  It is your responsibility to make sure that you mailbox is unblocked.
