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1. Word List (words in isolation) (2 grades below current grade level)

2. Compute Instructional Level for words in isolation (this is NOT a ‘reading level’) 
3. Passage (Instructional Level)

4. Oral Reading by child, Instructor marks the miscues

5. Comprehension – Retelling and Questions

6. Miscue Analysis (grapho-phonic, syntactic, semantic acceptability)

7. Compute child’s Total Reading Level (Independent, Instructional or Frustration) (word recognition AND comprehension)

8. Determine Solving Strategies / Needs based on word recognition and comprehension results of the above assessment (This is the crucial step)
9. For Finding Reading Rate, time an instructional level passage and compute “Reading Rate”
