Students seeking continuance into the BFA program must first complete at least 15 hours of foundation courses with a minimum grade of C. Students
must then submit a portfolio of their work for evaluation by a designated faculty committee and indicate their intended area of concentration.

*All BFA students must choose one of the following concentrations after completion of the 15 hours of foundation courses: Drawing and Design,
Fibers, Graphic Design, Three Dimensional Media, Painting, Print and Photo Media.
