• If the entire class is being proctored by the faculty via Zoom, then the exam will be administered

during a specified final exam time block assigned to the class.
• If the final exam is unproctored, or if the final exam must be proctored and requires students to

schedule with a third-party proctor or testing center, then the window for completing the exam must
be at least 36 hours long, to include the official exam time period, but may extend beyond it.

FOR ASYNCHRONOUS WEB COURSES:
• There is no specific day/time reserved for final exams in asynchronous courses. Students must have a

window of at least 36 hours to complete the final exam, whether proctored or unproctored.
