a. If the MLT certification exam is not passed, the student admitted to BSMLS program will be able to enroll in the regular BSMLS program (not degree
completion program) if space is available.

b. If the applicant passes the MLT exam and is accepted to the online degree completion program but has not been working as an MLT, their competencies may
need to be evaluated at clinical sites affiliated with ODU MLS program. If competencies are not met, the student will be offered to enroll in clinical practicum
courses designed for regular BSMLS students if space is availuble.

» Following verification of certification and completion of all courses in this agreement, the lower division general education requiremenits will be met. Oral
Communication is met in the major. In addition, students will be exempt from Organic Chemistry Lab, and MLS 441, 442, 443 and 444. Exemption may be
revoked if the student is on probation following admission to ODU or if their performance in MLT-to-MLS courses is not satisfactory (a B or higher is required).
