· Planned graduation from ODU’s BS in Exercise Science and a GPA ≥ 2.8.
· Submit personal essay (no more than two pages) addressing motivations to apply to program, career interests, and ability to complete graduate level work

· Students are required to submit the application email right before or during their last semester of undergraduate (e.g. Submit after Fall semester for Spring/Summer Graduation) and before March 1st for Summer/Fall graduate school enrollment, Oct 1st for Spring graduate school enrollment.
