Students who qualify by meeting the requirements outlined in this agreement will be guaranteed admission into the MSAT program at ODU to the cohort following completion of their baccalaureate degree.

Minimum Requirements:
· Have completed all prerequisite science courses (Advanced Placement courses from high school or CLEP test course credits that are accepted by ODU’s undergraduate programs will also be accepted as prerequisites) with a minimum grade of B and a cumulative science GPA of 3.0 or above. (Prerequisite science courses include: Biology with lab, Chemistry with lab, Physics with lab, Anatomy OR Anatomy & Physiology I with lab, Physiology OR Anatomy & Physiology II with lab, and Biomechanics OR Kinesiology) (Note: other prerequisites not included in the science GPA include Psychology, Nutrition, and Statistics OR Research Methods);
· Planned graduation from ODU with a baccalaureate degree and a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher;
· Submit two letters of recommendation from professional or academic references.
· Completed 15 hours of volunteer observation with a licensed, credentialed athletic trainer. These hours must be verified via letter (or signed time sheet) by the supervising AT.
· Completed and submitted personal statement (essay) detailing  interest in the MSAT program at Old Dominion University.
The ODU MSAT Admissions committee reserves the right to withdraw guaranteed entry on the basis of applicant character in the case of conviction, violation of honor code, disciplinary action by the University, or negative references.
This agreement will be honored through June 2029.

Applicant Procedures
Students meeting the requirements for guaranteed entry to ODU’s MSAT program should follow the subsequent procedures for application:
· In Fall of the application year, the student will meet with the pre-AT advisor to notify them of the intention to apply to the ODU MSAT program via the Guaranteed Entry Program.  The pre-AT advisor must check to make sure that requirements are met and notify the ODU MSAT program director to anticipate the application.

The above materials are due to ODU by January 1 for admission into the class starting the following May. Guaranteed Entry Program applicants will be notified of admissions status by February 1. It is NOT necessary to apply through the Athletic Training Centralized Application Service (ATCAS). However, if you are not accepted through the Guaranteed Entry Program, you may still apply to the ODU MSAT through ATCAS; applications are reviewed on a rolling admission basis until all available class spaces are filled.
