Students are required to earn credits through participating in ensembles appropriate to their specialties. Instrumental and voice majors will be required toparticipate in four

small ensemble.Large ensembles include: symphony band, wind ensemble, symphony orchestra, concert choir and guitar ensemble.Small ensembles include: Madrigal Singers, 

Collegium Musicum, opera workshop, jazz choir, jazz orchestra, and brass, percussion, guitar, string,woodwind, or piano ensemble.
