Computer Science majors must earn a grade of C or better in all (non-elective) computer science courses required for the major and in all computer science prerequisite courses.

Students must maintain a cumulative GPA of 2.75, a major/content GPA of 2.75 and a professional education GPA of 2.75. Computer science courses must be passed with a grade of C (2.0) or higher. 

Courses in the professional education core must be completed with a grade of C- or higher for continuance. A professional education GPA of 2.75 is required for continuance. Students must take and 

pass the Virginia Communication and Literacy Assessment (VCLA) and the Praxis Subject Assessment, Computer Science content knowledge (formerly Praxis II) prior to or while enrolled in the 

instructional strategies course. All assessments must be passed prior to the start of the Teacher Candidate Internship Orientation session.
