Promotion Candidate’s Statement and Portfolio


INSTRUCTIONS:  The Candidate’s Statement (I) is the first section of the portfolio. The Candidate’s Statement is a relatively short and succinct segment (up to two pages) that orients the reader on your accomplishments and provides emphasis to your major achievements, professional interests, contributions and recognition (regional, national, and international) in each academic domain. Academic domains considered for Promotion are Teaching, Clinical, Research/Discovery and Administrative/Leadership Positions and Professional Service. The Candidate’s Statement usually starts with a brief background of your education, time spent at the Macon & Joan Brock Virginia Health Sciences Eastern Virginia Medical School or the EVMS School of Health Professions at Old Dominion University, year of last appointment or promotion and moves into the description of your major accomplishments, especially since your last promotion. It identifies themes or passions that link your activities into a coherent whole to help reviewers understand why you undertook various types of work to progress toward the mission you have stated. For example, goal of integrating teaching with clinical care and research or goal of expanding global health or fostering diversity. Further, the Candidate’s Statement addresses any gaps (i.e., limited research productivity for a period) in your performance or major career changes (i.e., additional administrative responsibilities, shift of research focus) and explains the impact they had on your performance. 

Team Science: if your activities are a result of Team Science/Multi-Disciplinary efforts, please briefly include your contributions in your candidate statement.


The second section of the portfolio is the Accomplishments (II). This segment of the portfolio consists of tables designed as worksheets to help the faculty educators* evaluate and present their activities across the four domains (Teaching, Clinical, Research/Discovery and Administrative/Leadership Positions and Professional Service). The tables should be used to highlight a number of your most significant contributions, as the portfolio is intended to supplement your curriculum vitae as part of the promotion package. Not every activity is expected to be included in these tables. Your CV, however, should include all of your activities in reverse chronological order. The Accomplishment section of each worksheet is used to clearly described the details of the activity, including the who, what, when, how. The brief introduction at the beginning of each worksheet should include relevant background so that reviewers have sufficient context in which to assess the activities presented. Reference should be made to the scholarly approach** taken by the faculty to design, develop and evaluate the activity and to the scholarship/ dissemination*** efforts to demonstrate contributions to the larger educational community through presentations in other institutions, publications, etc. We encourage you to consider including supporting documents such as student evaluations, conference evaluations, award letters, congratulatory emails, book covers, front page of manuscripts and other forms of evidence within your narrative. The supporting documents will be included as appendixes in your promotion package. 

Team Science: if your activities are a result of Team Science/Multi-Disciplinary efforts, please briefly include your contributions under the Research/Discovery/Scholarship domain section: Tables 1 & 2, and Question 5.


The last section is the Summary (III) section. This segment should bring together succinctly all the elements you've already mentioned that deserve academic recognition and comment on the future goals and what you hope to accomplish moving forward.

Please complete the portfolio sections that are relevant to your work, but do not delete any other sections.

*Portfolios have primarily been used to assist faculty in the documentation of major educational activities and their outcomes. **Scholarly approach is achieved by reading literature, faculty development etc. 
*** Scholarship refers to any efforts made to disseminate the work through peer-review efforts or invited presentations.
